Focusing Resources on Effective School Health Programs (FRESH)

The FRESH goal is to improve learning and educational achievement by improving the health and nutritional status of school-age children.

The FRESH partnership was developed by the World Bank, WHO,UNICEF and UNESCO and launched at the World Education Forum in Dakar in April 2000. Partners now include SmithKline Beecham, The Partnership for Child Development, Education International, Save the Children US, and the governments of Denmark, Norway, Spain and the United States.



Focusing Resources on Effective School Health Programs (FRESH)

The FRESH framework is the starting point for developing an effective school health hygiene and nutrition program. Good health is essential to learning and full participation in education. The education of the poor is compromised most by poor health, and they have the most to gain from school health programs. School health programs are an essential part of the Education for All programs that seek to give the poorest children access to education. The framework is actively endorsed by all the supporting agencies: this is a framework from which individual countries will develop their own strategy to match local needs. Much more could be done, but if schools implement these four interventions then there would be a significant immediate benefit, and a basis for future expansion.

(i) Health-related school policies in schools that, for example, do not exclude pregnant girls, that encourage healthy tobacco-free lifestyles, and that help maintain the education system in the face of HIV/AIDS.

(ii) Provision of safe water and sanitation to provide a healthy learning environment that reinforces hygienic behaviors and provides privacy to promote participation in education of adolescent girls.

(iii) Skills-based approach to health, hygiene, and nutrition education that focuses upon the development of knowledge, attitudes, values, and life skills needed to establish lifelong healthy practices and to reduce the vulnerability of youth and teachers to HIV/AIDS.

(iv) School-based health and nutrition services that are simple, safe and familiar, and address problems that are prevalent and recognized as important within the community, including the provision of counseling to cope with the HIV/AIDS epidemic.
